However, we find that there is a gap in the
regulation for the behavior of the hospitals
in an epidemiological situation, towards the
patients who enter for scheduled admission
and towards the staff.

The growing number of infected doctors,
health professionals and . non-medical
staff is worrying. At the same time, the
Ministry of Health still does not’ percelve ,
the need for mass application of P :
in medical institutions. This include: ,,E,oth'
pre-admission Covid-19 testing and
regular staff testing.

This fact seriously endangers the medical
staff of all hospital structures ,and |
reflectively the future care of patients.

An example from the last days is the
increased morbidity in the Sliven hospitals
in our country and the increased number of
infected medical staff precisely because of
failed tests of all patients.

This is the reason to insist again before the
competent institutions for a general solution
to the problem.

We sent our opinion on the need for PCR to
the responsible institutions immediately
after the planned admission was renewed on
19.05.2020
